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	Multicultural Radio Grants Program


	Introduction

The Multicultural Radio Grants Program is an ACT Government initiative, and will continue in 2007-2008.

The ACT Government is a strong supporter of community radio in Canberra.  Community radio is an important medium for many groups not only to distribute vital information to their members, but also to share their diversity in a forum open to all Canberrans.

Moreover, it provides a valuable service to people who may be disadvantaged in the community — it is a great tool for helping to overcome social isolation.

Once again in 2007-2008, under the Multicultural Radio Grants Program, a total of $100,000 is available both to community radio stations and multicultural community broadcasters (groups producing multicultural programs on community radio).

Aims

The Multicultural Radio Grants Program is designed to assist multicultural broadcasters in the ACT.

Grants will be awarded to:

· multicultural broadcasters for purposes such as the provision of necessary equipment (eg. headphones) and to subsidise broadcasting fees; and to

· community radio stations for initiatives which directly support multicultural broadcasters at the station.
	
	Items not funded in the Program

The following items will NOT be funded in the Multicultural Radio Grants Program:

· capital equipment involved with the ongoing operation of radio stations;

· ongoing commitments such as contracts, employment obligations, hire purchases or rental agreements beyond the grant period;

· retrospective costs — projects or activities which have already taken place;

· capital works (including the cost of repairs, extensions or renovations to buildings); and

· commercial fundraising — projects which are run primarily for commercial fundraising purposes.

Eligibility

The Multicultural Radio Grants Program is open both to community radio stations and multicultural community broadcasters.

· Community Radio Stations
To be eligible for a grant, community radio stations must:

1. hold one of the following:

· a Community Radio Broadcasting Licence;

· a Temporary Community Radio Broadcasting Licence; or

· a Special Events Licence.

2. be based, and broadcast primarily, in the ACT; and

3.  provide significant support to programs produced by multicultural community broadcasters.


	— Multicultural Community Broadcasters
To be eligible for a grant, community organisations must:

1. be incorporated either individually or under an umbrella organisation;

2. broadcast in a language that is representative of a multicultural community;

3. be voluntary or not-for-profit;

4. be based in the ACT; and

5. produce a regular program on a Canberra community radio station, which provides information or other items of interest to specific multicultural community groups.  

Grant conditions

When accepting a grant, community radio stations and multicultural community broadcasters will be required to enter into a Grant Agreement outlining in detail, the requirements expected of grant recipients and the conditions under which the grant is awarded.

On completion of the project, organisations must provide the Senior Manager of the ACT Office of Multicultural Affairs with a written acquittal of funds signed by the President and Treasurer of the organisation.

Accordingly all successful applicants in previous programs must acquit their grant funds before being considered for a grant in the 2007-2008 program. 

Failure to provide an acquittal will disqualify community radio stations and multicultural community broadcasters from future grants under the Multicultural Radio Grants Program.

Assessment of applications

Grant applications will be jointly assessed by the Ministerial Advisory Council on Multicultural Affairs, a representative of Canberra Multicultural Service, Community Radio Station 2XX and the Office of Multicultural Affairs.

All applicants will be notified in writing of the outcome of their applications.
